On behalf of all the affected on-road and off-road engine, vehicle and equipment manufacturing associations,
 we appreciated you and Dave Kortum meeting with us on August 31, 2005.  At that meeting, you suggested we should raise our concerns on the impact of E-20 fuels directly with the appropriate Minnesota officials working on on-road and off-road test programs to support a fuel waiver application expected to be filed with EPA.  Following your suggestion, we met on December 14th with high-level officials from Minnesota’s Departments of Agriculture and Commerce and the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA), along with a contractor working for the Renewable Fuels Association (RFA).  Enclosed are the slides from our separate introductory and technical presentations, which explain the diversity of off-road engines, equipment and fuel tank systems, as well as the potential adverse impacts that need to be evaluated under any fuel waiver-test program. 
In the enclosed cover letter to Minnesota, we also request for Minnesota and/or RFA to provide us with copies of their current draft test plans for on-road motor vehicles and their E-20 fuel specifications.  So that we can fully participate in this process, we also request EPA to provide us with copies of all correspondence, test plans and related guidance or materials that EPA either receives from or sends to Minnesota or RFA on this matter.
