5) When will I get my empty crates and boxes returned?

The return of empty crates and boxes will start at 4:01pm on Friday, July 21 and will take 1 to 3 hours to complete. Please do not attempt to tip workers to return your empties first. It will not expedite the process.

6) What Kind of Security is provided at the Show?

From the first day of move-in through the last day of move-out, there is 24-hour perimeter security for the Exhibit Hall. Security is designed to control the flow of people and materials in and out of the building. This does not mean that individual booth security is included. Each exhibitor is responsible for their products and displays, so it is important for each exhibitor to make every effort to safeguard their property. Individual booth security (see form in Exhibitor kit) and locked storage areas are available. 

7) What are the colors of the Exhibit Hall?

The aisle carpet is Navy. The drape colors are Beige/ Navy /White.

Reminder-The Halls at the Las Vegas Convention Center are not carpeted, and booth carpet is required for all exhibits. Booth size remains 8’ deep by 10’ wide.

17) Can I drive up and unload my exhibit materials by myself?

Yes if the carton (s) weigh 30# or less and you use accepted freight entrances.

18) What if I only have a couple of boxes?
You may carry it to your booth if material can be hand-carried to and from your booth via accepted freight entrances. Hand-carried is defined as small cartons, packages, or portable laptop computers that usually weigh less than 30 pounds. 
19) Can I set-up my own booth display?

Yes. Anyone that is a full time employee of a MAATS exhibiting company may set up and break down their own display as long as it doesn’t require rigging, forklifts, or operation of heavy equipment.
20) Are there Display Regulations for Set-Up?
Yes. Display Regulations are discussed in the NMMA Display Regulations located in the Rules & Regulations section of the Exhibitor Manual.

21) Do I need Insurance for my booth and exhibit materials?

Yes. It is expected that all exhibitors have or purchase adequate Insurance to protect against Loss or Damage. You can usually obtain a rider to your existing policy that covers your property from the time it leaves your possession until it returns to you from the Show site. Consult with your insurance agency to be sure of proper coverage.

Additionally, General liability Insurance for move-in, show dates, and move-out is available at low rates though NMMA’s Boat Show insurer, Accordia Northwest. A form for this is in the Rules & Regulations section of the Exhibitor Manual. This does not cover loss or damage, see above paragraph. 

22) Where are the exhibits being setup at the Las Vegas Convention Center and are there any rules or regulations at the Convention Center that were not in place at the Hilton?

MAATS exhibits will be in halls N and N1 at the Las Vegas Convention Center and the LVCC has some distinct rules and regulations that can be found in section 3 (Rules & Regulations) of the Exhibitor Service Manual. The items that MAATS exhibitors are most likely to encounter pertain to Exhibitor Appointed Contractor registration requirements, fire safety Guidelines, and the LVCC policy on Halogen Lighting. Details on these and other distinct LVCC Rules & Regulations are in section 3 of the Exhibitor Services manual.
