This is a summary of the 24th Annual Plenary Meeting of TC 188 – Small Craft

TC 188 is responsible for oversight of all ISO standards for recreational boats under the Recreational Craft Directive.

WD – Working Draft

CD – Committee Draft

DIS – Draft International Standard

FDIS – Final Draft International Standard

EN – European Norm

NWI – New Work Item

1. Report of the Secretariat:  
· India is now an observing member.  Brazil has dropped participation and Thailand added.

· Three standards have been published

· Four FDIS has been approved
· Nine DIS have been approved
· Nine DIS has been sent to the Secretariat for circulation
· One CD has been approved
· Australia has become a P member of ISO
· Many standards are now on a 3 year review cycle.

2. Working Group Reports

a. WG 1, Propeller Tapers

· Inactive; both standards have been reaffirmed in 2005 and 2007. 

b. WG 2, Inflatable Boats 

· ISO 6185-4, Large Inflatables over 8m, incorporated all previous changes; went from FDIS back to DIS.
· ISO 6185-3, Inflatables over 15kW, WD started revision in Berlin; will be finished this summer.
· The WG may look to reduce the number of parts of this standard.

       c. 
WG 3, Deck Fittings and Man Overboard Recovery
· WG met in Berlin

· ISO 15085, Deck Fittings, revised and recommended FDIS.

· Major item is the addition of a deployable reboarding means for all boats.  May require same for inflatables. 
d. WG 5, Engine & Propulsive Systems  

· ISO 8665, Power measurements, up for review 2009
· ISO 10088, Fuel systems, FDIS out for voting.
· ISO 7840, Fire resistant fuel hose, revised recently, published 2007. 
· ISO 8469, Non-fire resistant fuel hose, up for review 2009
· ISO 13591, Portable fuel systems, out for review 2008

· ISO 13592, Backfire flame control, out for review 2008

· Requested a co-convener for outboard motor standards; will ask IMEC for candidate.

e. WG 6, Retention systems

· ISO 8099, Toilet waste retention systems, published in 2005.  Should be under review this year.
f. WG 7, Steering Gear

· ISO 8847, Wire rope and pulley systems, 
· ISO 8848, Remote steering systems, 
· ISO 9775,  Remote steering systems,
· ISO 10592, Hydraulic steering systems, 
· ISO 13929, Geared link systems, 
· ISO 15652, Steering systems for mini jet boats, 
· ISO CD 25197, Electrical/electronic steering systems, requested that a NWI be approved for electronic propulsion and controls.  Sweden requested to be a convener of this standard.

· WG convenership currently being assumed by ABYC.
g. WG 9, Main dimensions of the craft and identification of hull 

· ISO 14945, Builders plates, Published 2004.
· ISO 10087, HIN, Published in 2006
· ISO 8666, Principal Data, Out for review, comments discussed but not published.  Will be meeting at METS.  WG 22 will propose new definitions.
· ISO 14946, Maximum Load Capacity, 
h. WG 10, Electrical equipment 

· ISO 8846, Ignition protection, published in 1993
· ISO 8849, Bilge pumps, published in 2003

· ISO 9097, Electric fans, published

· ISO 10134, Lightning protection, not a mandated standard, published in 2003  

· ISO 13297, Electrical systems AC, in 5 year review as DIS.  Includes 3 phase systems.

· ISO 10033, Electrical systems DC, review completed and will be in FDIS soon
· IEC electrical standard also covers one and three phase systems causing confusion in the industry.  Australia requested the two committees resolve the conflicts between these standards.
i. WG 11, Seacocks and Thru –hull fittings

· No meetings scheduled.  Standard up for systematic review.
j.    WG 12, Fire Protection

· New convener from UK.  WG met in Berlin.

· ISO 9094, Part 1 and ISO 9094, Part 2, being written into one part, to be published in summer as a CD and a DIS in November. 
k. WG 13, Operating symbols

· ISO 11892, Graphical symbols, out for review this summer though I have not seen any documentation on this.
· ISO 12133, CO Detector systems, WG met in Berlin and resolved all comments.  Will meet again at METS.
l. WG 14, Personal safety equipment

· ISO 12402, Parts 1-10, some mistakes in the published standards.  Requested ISO assistance for speedy resolution. Part 7, material testing, is required by manufacturer for certifying product but the CEN consultant did not approve CE marking.  TC188 will intervene.
· ISO 12401, Safety Lines and Harnesses, 
· ISO 15027, Emersion suits, review underway but progress is slow in ISO. Concern that the papers are lost in the system.
m. WG 15, Liferafts

· ISO 9650-3, Liferafts – Materials.  WG met in Berlin to resolve all comments. Will propose revised standard to FDIS. 
· UK will be submitting a NWI on liferaft servicing standards.
n. WG 16, LPG systems

· ISO 10239, LPG Systems, FDIS version voted 16-0 and published.
· Issue concerning use of an LPG pressure gage not reflective of the pressure seen in the system. 
o. WG 17, Owners manuals

· ISO 10240, no new work.
p. WG 18, Scantlings

· Scantlings, Part 5, Design Pressures.  Met 5 times in the past 2 years. Published in 2008 and went right back to revision.  Standard needs industry verification.  WG started a comment blog.  UK recommended that a users group be formed for this standard.  The TC discussed the use of this standard and presumption of conformity. Discussed the accepted use of classification society rules in lieu of 12215 with the EU Commission in attendance.  Questions still remain on the mandatory use of this standard.
· Part 6, Structural arrangements, published in May 2008
· Part 7, Multihulls, still in revision.
· Part 8, Rudders, sent for FDIS circulation.
· Part 9, Rigging gear, Met in Berlin.  Only a few comments received.
q. WG 19, Navigation lights

· ISO 16180 not approved at ISO level and approved as an EN at the CEN level.
· The US voted to approve this standard but ANSI failed to send in the US TAG vote.
· ABYC navigation light PTC rewriting the nav light standard.

r. WG 20, Windows portlights, hatches, doors

· The standard is published and harmonized (June 2002). Will need revision soon.

· WG will look at the work of the Large Yacht window standard (TC8).  
s. WG 21, Cockpits and drainage

· Standard was published in December 2003.  May need requirements revision once ISO 12217, Stability, has been finalized.
t. WG 22, Stability

· ISO 12217 Parts 1, 2 and 3, have amendments, and all 3 parts are under review. 
· Graphical signs not approved so the proposed signs messages will be in text.
u. WG 24, Field of Vision from the Helm

· ISO 11591, voting completed and results are pending. New information for light transmission through the wind screen.  Expect positive FDIS vote.
v. WG 25, Maneuvering speed & powering

· ISO 11592.  Harmonized 2002. Review is pending.
· Applies specifically to O/B boats.
· Standard is not used in CE certification.

· May have to liaise with the Inflatables WG.

w. WG 26, Compasses

· Standard was published in 2001.
x.    WG 27, PWC

· ISO 13590, PWC, in review.  Comments due this summer. 
y.
WG 28, Sound Assessment
· ISO 14509, Part 1, Pass-by assessment method, in FDIS vote now
· ISO 14509, Part 2, Reference Boat assessment method, published in 2006 
· CD 14509, Part 3, On board sound assessment method using measurements and calculation,  WG met in Berlin to resolve all comments and hope to publish as a DIS in the fall. 
z.  
WG 29, Galley Stoves

· ISO 14895, Liquid fuel galley stoves, reaffirmed in 2006.
· Proposed that liquid fuel devises be addressed in this standard.

3. CEN consultant (Nigel Saw) report 
· Assessed 10 standards for CEN.  Two standards with problems are nav lights and IEC electrical. EN will soon have an LPG engine standard.
4. A new list of standards for systematic review will soon be published by the secretary.
5. ICOMIA is continuing to collect comments for revisions to ISO standards 
6. John Adey reported on the status of the standards harmonization project.  Two new work items will be Man Overboard and Vision from the Helm.  Capacity work may need an in-person meeting.  The results will be published by ICOMIA soon with a press release.
7. The tolerance work will be addressed in ISO 8666.

8. All new symbols used in any standards must be approved by TC 145.  
9. SIS, Sweden will be relinquishing the secretariat of TC 188 next year.

The next plenary meeting of TC 188 was tentatively set to be held in late May 2009 in Brisbane, Australia.  TC8/SC12, Large Yachts, was also invited to meet at the same time.  A standards summit may also be held at this venue.    
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
